Planning for the 2010 Festival of the Arts is underway! Next year the City of Lake Oswego will celebrate its 100th anniversary and we at the Festival are looking at ways we can partner with the city to participate in this celebration. We invite you to join the festivities!

We encourage you to apply to Juried Fine Arts Craft Faire. The Application is now available on our website www.lakewood-center.org
Our committee strives to enhance Festival operations each year. After reading comments from our 2009 artists, we identified some opportunities for improvements. We intend to make some changes we think you’ll like. 

Original Artwork: We accept original artwork that is consistent with the images submitted with your application. All art presented for display and sale must represent original (not mass produced) quality artwork created by the submitting artist. The Festival retains the right to ask artists to remove work that is not consistent with Festival guidelines. 

Online Application Process: Our transition to digital submissions is now complete. We accept only digital images. No links to websites will be considered for jurying. Festival staff can help you with basic information regarding digital submissions and answer your questions about the Festival. 

Application Deadline: Your completed application must be received (not postmarked) by 5:00 PM on Friday, January 15, 2010.

Craft Faire Hours: The official Craft Faire hours are from 10:00 AM to 8:00 PM on Friday and Saturday and from 10:00 AM to 6:00 PM on Sunday. This is in keeping with the wishes of many artists who requested fewer hours. Artists may remain open until 9:00 PM on Friday and Saturday. The musical performances will continue until 9:00 PM on those days and the food booths will be open.

Booth Layout & Fees: Booths will be laid out in a pod configuration so all booths are corner booths. Thanks to the generous donations by our sponsors and the team of volunteers who make the Festival happen, our booth fees will remain unchanged. The booth fee is $375.00 for a 10’x10’ space and $725 for a 10’x20’ space. The non-refundable application fee is $25.00.

Your support for the Lake Oswego Festival of the Arts and its mission of arts education is the key to a successful Faire. We remain committed to bringing you an enjoyable experience!
